As informed in our previous newsletter, 
we have already provided our farmers 
with a kit to start a small-scale poultry 
farm and are happy to let you know that 
all the poultry farms are running 
successfully and are in various stages of 
operations.

It was time to introduce the 2nd 
vocation, i.e., Vermi-composting to our 
farmers, which we did on 26th January 
2022 by distributing the composting bags 
among the selected farmers…

Impact of our work so far...

NeevJivan Foundation celebrated it’s 
1st Anniversary on 26th January’22 
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Operating from the values of dignity and courage, NeevJivan 
will continue to address deep seated systemic and cultural 
issues while creating solution for immediate problems.

The day was bright & sunny… we had 
invited all our students – women, 
farmers & youth who have been 
trained by us over the last 1 year to our 
center in Walwanda. Our Founder & 
Director Shri. Proteek Kundu 
summarized the year gone by and 
spoke about our plans for the future. 

He spoke of four flagship programs 
that will be the mainstay in the 
coming year – 

He also emphasized that NeevJivan Foundation will continue to work 
beyond just training….he said, “ It will be our continuous endeavor to 
ensure that our students are able to earn their living either through creation 
of small-scale ventures of their own or through our Neev Gram Udyog 
project that we started for the women recently.

The program was also attended by our Director Shri. VVN Acharya, 
Professor, PACE IIT & Medical, Mumbai.

1. Entrepreneurship Program
2. Lakhpati Kisan 
3. Model Village
4. Community Tailoring School

As a next step, we will be training our farmers on mushroom cultivation…
We hope that the earnings from all the three vocations will enable them to 
earn more than INR 1,00,000 over a year….

As per this program we plan to train one member of every household in 
the village on a vocation of their choice and entrepreneurship skills.

We also intend to facilitate funding and help them set up a small-scale 
business venture and support them for a period of atleast 6 months till their 
operations stabilize. This project will definitely be one step in the direction 
of preventing migration of people to the cities. 

All three of them completed the 60-day Entrepreneurship program that was 
conducted by us in association with Integrated Tribal Development Project 
(ITDP), Jawhar 

We wish her all the success in his new venture…
