Distribution of Sanitary pads 
among women

distributed among women in the Ramkhind village in the Jawhar taluka, 
thereby achieving two milestones with one activity, i.e. livelihood of the 
students (who made the sanitary pads) and health and menstrual hygiene 
for the community.

Both the women & the farmers have 
been trained by us in the vocation of 
their choice, i.e., basics of tailoring 
and poultry farming.
