
Last month we spoke about our project about starting a “Model Village” in 
Veti village in the Dahanu taluka…. This project was successfully completed 
and we have formally applied to the Integrated Tribal Development Project 
(ITDP) for funding their projects. The tribal women from Veti village will be 
working on the following small scale business ventures –

The boys were trained on basics of poultry farming and we also connected 
them to the officials at Panchayat Samiti in Jawhar for funds to start their 
own poultry farms.

Very soon, they received the approval for funds through the NREGA 
scheme and they are now ready to start their operations as soon as the 
monsoons are over.

The idea of a Model Village was conceptualized with the primary objective 
of preventing migration of the people living in these villages to the cities for 
greener pastures. 

As per this program we plan to train one member of every household in the 
village on a vocation of their choice and entrepreneurship skills.

It started out as a chance conversation between our Program Manager in 
Jawhar and one of the youth in the Kogda village when they met in 
Jawhar… The later informed us that there were atleast 10 other youth in the 
village who wish to start a business of their own and were keen to learn 
more about poultry farming…

Livelihood Mission (MSRLM) or UMED as they are popularly known as in 
the rural areas in July 22. This MOU is relevant because NeevJivan 
Foundation and MSRLM enjoy a symbiotic relationship and have a 
common agenda of creating sustainable livelihood opportunities for the 
tribal women.
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The villagers have prepared 
their land for the all-important 
crop of the year, i.e. paddy 
which would have the largest 
contribution to their annual 
income.

It is now time for “लावणी”….  
an auspicious activity they sow 
paddy in their respective fields. 
Every member of the family 
participates in this event, i.e., 
planting the rice saplings…..and 
thus begins the 4 month journey 
in the fields which to lead to 
their main source of income.
