
Continuing with where we left last month, our “Model Village” program is 
running on top gear. Having successfully completed the program in four 
villages - Ganjad, Dhabon, Modgaon and Veti, we started this initiative in 
two more villages – Bharwadpada and Rampur in the month of August 2022.

The idea of a Model Village was 
conceptualized with the primary 
objective of preventing migration 
of the people living in these 
villages to the cities for greener 
pastures. 

As per this program we plan to 
train atleast one member of every 
household in the village on a 
vocation of their choice and 
entrepreneurship skills.

The tribal women from these villages will be working on the following 
small scale business ventures –
a. Chikoo Product Processing
b. Paper Bag Making 
c. Paper Plate / Bowl Making 
d. Candle & Agarbathi Making
e. Poultry farming
All the project are supported and funded by the Integrated Tribal 
Development Project, Dahanu (ITDP), Government of Maharashtra.

A group of 6 women in the Dhabosa village in Jawhar were trained on 
the basics of poultry farming. M/s. Innerwheel, Navi Mumbai Bayside 
sponsored the poultry kits to help them start the small scale poultry 
farm (chhota poultry) in their respective houses…..and this is what 
they had to say -

“Its been 3 months since we constructed the small poultry farms in the 
premises of our house. We were provided all support by NeevJivan 
Foundation – right from providing the chicks, to helping us in getting 
them vaccinated by local veterinary doctors, buying the right food mix 
for the chicks to ensure their growth….. We hope to get a good price 
for the products in the next few days”

Foundation
We, at NeevJivan Foundation firmly believe that every vocational training 
we deliver must lead to livelihood opportunities for our students. So, 
having trained over 200 tribal women on the basics of tailoring over the 
last 2 years, we have now taken upon ourselves to ensure that the skill 
translates to income for as many of the women as possible. 

The hard work put in by us over the last 12 months has begun to show 
results. The tribal women belonging to two Self Help Groups (SHGs) from 
Ganjad & Dhabon –

This is part of our “Model Village” program wherein we have adopted a 
four-pronged support structure for the SHGs 
1. Imparting skills for on vocations of choice of respective SHG
2. Training on entrepreneurship skills
3. Facilitating access to funds 
4. Handholding the SHG for a period of 6 months till their operations 
stabilize

Krishi Vigyan Kendra, Kosbad conducted a training program on making 
various bakery products – cakes, biscuits, “khari”, buns / “paav” cream 
rolls and many more.

A training program to make bakery products was conducted by KVK for 
the tribal women from Veti and Dhabon villages. With addition of bakery 
products to our portfolio, we can now train the women on as many as 14 
different vocations.
