One of the largest Poultry Farms in 
Jawhar

The foundation stone for one of the largest poultry farms in Jawhar was 
laid at the Kogda village last month… In the Aug 22 edition of our 
newsletter “Jivika”, we had mentioned that we had trained the youth of 
Kogda village on poultry farming..

The same group applied for funds to set up their poultry to the Panchayat 
Samiti in Jawhar and their grant was approved under the NREGA scheme.

When completed, the farm will be capable of holding over 10,000 
chickens – The project is funded by Panchayat Samiti, Jawhar and project 
is managed by NeevJivan Foundation.
