The users can withdraw money from their bank accounts in their respextive 
villages without travelling  30-40 Kms to the nearest branch of the bank or 
ATM in the nearest town.

It’s a WIN-WIN for both our young entrepreneurs and the villagers.

The biggest challenge for an 
NGO working in the area of skill 
development and vocational 
training is the long-term 
sustenance of the projects 
initiated with the SHGs. Over a 
period of time, we have 
fine-tuned our model of 
operation and developed a 5 
pronged approach to our 
engagement with the SHGs to 
deliver long term sustainability 
for them.

We are happy to report that most 
of the small-scale business 
ventures started by the SHGs 
supported by us have been 
running successfully. Here is a 
great example of the same –

Sai Krupa Swayam Sahayta 
Mahila Bachat Gath based out of 
Ganjad village have been 
making masala, papad & pickles 
for the last 1 year… They have 
been recently recognized by 
their Gram Panchayat as a 
“Model SHG” 

We run 3 Community Tailoring Centers in Jawhar & Dahanu. While training 
the tribal women on basics of tailoring is the primary agenda here, we are 
slowly changing our focus to generating livelihood opportunities for our 
students….

Our students can make simple bags, school uniforms and many other 
products as desired by customers. In case you have any requirements for 
bags in bulk quantity, do get in touch with us.
